Moving past the covid19 and budget cut-concerns of 2021, we were able to carry out our

case studies in 2022, with most case studies now having completed fieldwork and being in

the data analysis, write up, capacity building and impact stage. We are thus pleased to

share that the network is on track to fulfil its goal of leaving a beneficial legacy behind.

In this newsletter, we’d particularly like to highlight the work completed earlier this year by our case study

team in Rwanda. There our partners, Jacques Nkinzingabo (Kigali Centre for Photography) and Richard

Ntakirutimana (AIMPO), alongside co-investigator Zoe Norridge (King’s College London) and curator-

facilitator Renée Akitelek Mboya, worked with a remote historically marginalized community to enable

them to tell their own stories about the past, ongoing challenges and hopes for the future. From

photographic essays about older people and the forest, to images of the community engaged in activities

from which they were previously excluded, the work explores the changing parameters of these artists’

lives. It also reflects Rights for Time’s commitment to providing public spaces for expanding perceptions of

time and forging new connections that support social change. The photographs were shown in exhibitions

in Musanze and Kigali and we hope to have a selection of images online soon.
